INIT Platinum User Instructions.

Letters of the alphabet and the number 0 cannot be entered using the INIT Platinum unit so we must convert any letters or the number 0 that are in the boxes serial number into numbers that are compatible with the INIT unit. First you must get the boxes serial number. There are 2 ways to get your boxes serial number and they are explained below under serial method 1 and serial method 2. The most reliable method is serial Method 1.
SERIAL METHOD 1

1.) Grab a pen and some paper and power on your converter. Point your remote towards your box and enter F and then 2 on your remote.

Once you have entered F2 on your remote, you will immediately notice that 10 sets of double digit numbers will be displayed, one set after another with 2 flashing at the end that are not needed. All you need to do is write down the 1st 10 sets of numbers in the exact order that they appear. If you mess up, just start over. When you are done you should have written down something that looks like the example below, but it will most definitely be different from the numbers below because it is only an example.
02  1b  20  31  43  52  60  71  88  92 
Write down the right hand number of each set to get 2, b, 0, 1, 3, 2, 0, 1, 8, 2. Take this number and use the serial number conversion chart below to remove all the letters and the number 0. Here’s an example of how to do the final conversion: 2 = 2, b converts to either 1 or 6 but most likely 6. 0 is converted to 16, 1=1, 3=3, 2=2, 0=16, 1=1, 8=8, 2=2. Once you have done the final conversion, you should end up with 2, 6, 16, 1, 3, 2, 16,1 8, 2.
SERIAL METHOD 2

1.) Look on the bottom of your box and find the 12 digit barcode on the bottom. Convert the 1st 10 numbers and digits by using the Serial Number conversion chart below. That’s it!
Converter Box Serial Number Conversion Chart.

Important!

A=0 “Zero”, and Zero becomes 16.

L=A and A becomes 0 “Zero”, and then 0 becomes 16.

M=B and B becomes 1 or 6.
Once you have converted your boxes serial number, like: 2, 6, 16, 1, 3, 2, 16,1 8, 2 these numbers now represent the amount of times that you will press the switch on the INIT Platinum to enter each number.
Hooking up the 3 INIT wire leads.

1.) Open your converter box but do not power it on.
2.) Find a 5 Volt + DC power source and clip the red Alligator clip to it.

3.) Find a good – Ground and hook the Black Alligator clip to it.

4.) The final lead is your Data out clip and it can be either, White, Yellow or Green. Look at the test chip instructions for your box and find the data pin where wire number 2 of the test chip goes. Cut the pin or track in half and hook the white, yellow or green clip of the INIT unit up to it.
*Once the INIT unit is hooked up, get the piece of paper that you wrote the converted serial number on and put it right beside the INIT unit.

5.) Plug your boxes power cord into the wall power outlet but push the boxes power button until the INIT unit flashes 5 times.
*You will notice that the INIT unit will flash 5 times. This is indication that it is ready.
6.) Push the power button on your box to turn the box on.

7.) Set the channel of the box on any channel from 3 to 10. Be sure not to set it to channel 2 because it won’t work.

In this example we will use the numbers 2, 6, 16, 1, 3, 2, 16,1 8, 2  that were previously used as explanation above. The numbers that you will enter, will be the ones that you got from your actual box.

Entering the Serial Number:
Each time a number is entered, it must flash back the same amount of times before you can enter the next number. The example below explains that when you push the INIT switch 2 times you must wait until it flashes back 2 times before you can proceed to enter the 2nd number.
      Push the switch on the INIT unit 2 times, Wait for it to flash back 2 times.
Push the switch on the INIT unit 6 times, wait for it to flash back 6 times.

Push the switch on the INIT unit 16 times, wait for it to flash back 16 times.
Push the switch on the INIT unit 1 times, wait for it to flash back 1 times.
Push the switch on the INIT unit 3 times, wait for it to flash back 3 times.
Push the switch on the INIT unit 2 times, wait for it to flash back 2 times.
Push the switch on the INIT unit 16 times, wait for it to flash back 16 times.
Push the switch on the INIT unit 1 times, wait for it to flash back 1 times.
Push the switch on the INIT unit 8 times, wait for it to flash back 8 times.
Push the switch on the INIT unit 2 times, wait for it to flash back 2 times.
Enter all 10 numbers and you will notice that the display channel will automatically change to channel 02. This is indication that the INIT reset has occurred. If the channel display does not change to 02, then you will have to start all over again. Be sure to count the flashes back after you enter each number because sometimes the INIT unit will catch an extra pulse and flash too many times. When that happens you will have to start over again by simply unplugging the box for 10 second and plugging it back in.
