Determining CFT 22xx  serial number and freq without a remote
Locating your CFT22xx serial #.
The 12 digit bar code sticker on the bottom of your converter is the easiest way to get your serial #. If your remote does not have an 'F" or "P" key, you will have to use the sticker. Go to Note 2 and convert the 12 digit barcode sticker on the bottom of the converter to get your serial number. 
Or, obtain the box serial number by pressing "F" then "2" or "P" then "2" on your cable box remote. The display on your box will flash a sequence of numbers, write down the right hand digits in the order they are flashed out. The first 10 right hand digits is the serial number of your box, output this number several times until you are sure you have written down the correct number, the number may contain the letters A & B. 

You can determine the serial number of your unit from the 12 digit barcode sticker on the bottom of your converter.  On some 2254’s the barcode is inside the box. The 12 digit number starts with a C. You will only need the first 10 of the 12 digit #. Use this conversion to figure out your serial number: (barcode=tester display) A=0 B=1 C=2 D=3 E=4 F=5 G=6 H=7 J=8 K=9 L=A M=B
(Example: C is entered into the tester as a 2. If you must convert an L or M, you must enter the conversion exactly as it converts i.e. L=A and an A must be entered into the RFT-PLUS, not 0)

Locating your operating frequency
To Determine your frequency: Look at the model number on the bottom of the converter box. The last two digits with /M1=97.5 : A/ with no number or /S8, /b, /R1=106.5 : /P1, /T1, V5, /OC, /R1=108.5 Currently Chicago areas only use 89.3. If it ends with /R1, it could be either 106.5 or 108.5 One or the other will work. This is not a complete listing of all variations. If you don't see yours listed then you will have to try them all.
89.3 Only used in Illinois

97.5 If you have an /M1 (used in Manhattan)

106.5 If any of the following appear in the model number: /B, /V5S8, /V5B, /P, /S8, /R1 or if there is nothing after the numbers (exp: DPBBB7312)

108.5 If any of the following appear in the model number: /V5, /OC, /T1, /R1, /R2

Note: You will notice /R1 ends for both 106.5 & 108.5 Boxes with these endings must try both frequencies. One or the other will work.
